The Appellant is not present today. One S. Manjit Singh has appeared today on his behalf but he is not carrying a letter of authority from the Appellant. So his presence can not be acknowledged.  Even on the last date of hearing on 4.10.2012, Appellant was absent and nobody had appeared on his behalf. This case had come up earlier on 4.10.2012 on which date the Respondent had stated that there are many Civil Court cases as well as RTI cases pending in which the same Appellant has been seeking more or less the same information as in the present case. Today the Respondent has also stated that Appellant (in the present case) had been ordered to pay approximately Rs. 2 lacs as Operation and Maintenance Charges of the CETP Leather Corporation Limited, Jalandhar against the treatment of trade effluent of the Complainant’s unit. The present Appellant did not deposit this amount but filed Civil Writ Petition No. 19895 in the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court against Punjab Effluent Treatment Society for Tanneries and the Chairman-cum-Director Industries & Commerce Punjab, Chandigarh. Subject to the final judgment of the Hon’ble Punjab and High Court, Lt. Col. (Retd.) J.S. Paul  deposited the said amount in the Court in the form of a cheque .

The next date of hearing in that case has been fixed for as 29.1.2013. The same Appellant (in the present case) had filed CWP No. 20277 against Principal Secretary Industries & Commerce, Government of Punjab and others and also a civil suit in the Court of Civil Judge, Jalandhar which are pending. 

Under the RTI Act, 2005 also, Lt. Col. J.S. Paul (Retd.) has filed 7 cases as on today, (list enclosed) seeking by and large the same information as in the present case. All this leads me to feel that Lt. Col. (Retd.) J.S. Paul has got court cases pending with the Punjab Effluent Treatment Society for Tanneries in the various Courts.  This precisely is the reason that the Appellant is filing one application after another under the RTI seeking detailed information from the PETS Society in different applications so as to cause harassment to the society for having demanded operation and maintenance charges from the Appellant for treating effluent of his unit. These charges are sought by the said Society from all the unit holders and not Appellant alone.  In similar cases mentioned in enclosed list at serial No. 1, 2 and 5, the information has already been supplied. Also the perusal of the information being sought by the Appellant shows that he is seeking the information regarding 3rd parties. I do not see any public interest involved in seeking this information of 3rd parties. In my opinion, Appellant is seeking all this information to settle his personal dispute with the Respondent organization which is Punjab Effluent Treatment Society for Tanneries, working for the general interest of the public. 

 Punjab Effluent Treatment Society for Tanneries is a special purpose vehicle formed with the direction of the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in 2006 as stated by the Respondent. The purpose of setting up of this society was public interest to treat water of leather trade effluent and for this operation and maintenance, all tanneries and all the units are  required to pay their bills as raised by the society.  Under the garb of RTI, the appellant, it seems is trying to avoid payment to the PETS Society which, the said society is demanding in public interest so as to treat the effluent of all the Tannery units including that of the appellant. This intention of the Appellant in his own ‘self interest’ should not be encouraged.  

Therefore this case is ordered to be closed and disposed off.
