But it is also a fact on record that the appellant is seeking the
information pertaining to the administrative application filed before the Deputy
Commissioner, District Ludhiana, therefore, a copy of the case file is being sent to the
Deputy Commissioner, District Ludhiana to look into the matter personally and take the
appropriate action as per law.
