Today during the hearing, the representative of the respondent-PIO-Shri Majhail Singh, APIO has given in writing that the record which was available in their office with regard to the RTI application dated 3.7.2014 and two letters bearing Nos.6100 dated 14.10.2014 and 491 dated 6.2.2015 (which has been wrongly mentioned as 11491 in the order dated 19.5.2015) of the Chief Agricultural Officer, Hoshiarpur has been provided.  He has further certified that there is no other record available in their office as per his undertaking.  Accordingly, no more record can be made available to the complainant in this case.

However, it has been seen that the complainant has been made to deposit Rs.15000/- by the respondent.  He has ultimately furnished only 5683 pages of the information asked for by the complainant.  In that way they are entitled for fee of RS.11366/- @ Rs.2/- per page.  The authorities are directed to refund the rest of the fee of Rs.3634/- as they did not deliver the requisite number of pages. The respondent states that they roughly calculated the pages.  They will pay back the fee overcharged.

It has been seen that the complainant has been made to shuttle unnecessarily between Dasuya and Chandigarh time and again. The authorities have not supplied him the information in time.  May be there was no malafide intention on the part of the respondent but it has certainly been got delayed and caused unjustifiable inconvenience to the complainant for detriment suffered by him.  The authorities are directed to pay a sum of Rs.10,000/- as compensation to the complainant.  They will do make the payment before the next date of hearing and a compliance report be submitted to the Commission.  The complainant may make use of this information and already furnished and also of the letter which has been handed over to him during the hearing regarding submission of the respondent saying that there is no more information available in their record except the one which has already been furnished to him.  The case to come up on 28.10.2015 at 11.30 A.M.
