The appellant, Sh. Gurinder Singh, who appeared in person in today’s hearing, states that the information has been denied to him against the queries raised by him in the RTI request by the respondent PIO concerned on the pretext that Kamla Lohtia S. D. College, Ludhiana is not ‘public authority’ as per Section 2 (h) (d) of the RTI Act.


He also states that the same information or information pertaining on the same issues is being supplied by the PIO of University Grant Commission (U G C), New Delhi whenever the same was demanded by him through RTI request.


He also states that  when the U G C had supplied the information, pertaining to the Kamla Lohtia S. D. College, Ludhiana then as to why the same can not be given to him by the respondent college.


He further states that Kamla Lohtia S. D. College, Ludhiana has got affiliation from Panjab University, Chandigarh and is functioning as per guidelines laid down by the other universities. Moreover the respondent college has also appointed PIO under RTI Act and  Principals of the respondent college has also given number of replies under RTI Act to his RTI request.


He also states that both these factors clearly establishes that the respondent college is ‘public authority’ as per RTI Act, hence directions be issued  to the respondent College to supply the required information as per provisions of the RTI Act.
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Sh. Amardeep Sharma, Advocate, who appeared on behalf of the respondent in today’s hearing, states that as the respondent college is being run by private management and has not been getting 95% aid from any government institute and hence does not fall under definition of ‘public authority’ as per Section 2 (h) (d) of the RTI Act.


He also states that as the respondent college is not ‘public authority’ hence the information could not be given to the applicant.


On this, Sh. Gurinder Singh pleaded that he be given some time so that he could prove that the respondent college has been getting substantial grant from the government and its agencies. 


He also pleads that he will also prove that  the building of respondent college has come upon the government land to establish the fact that the respondent college has been given substantial funding by the government and hence it falls under the definition of the ‘public authority’ as per Section 2 (h) (d) of the RTI Act.
