3.                       After hearing both the parties it has come to light that the information sought by the Complainant is third party information and also personal information as contemplated under Section 8(1)(j) of RTI Act.  As per case decided on 03.10.2012 by Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in SLP (civil no. 27734 of 2012) titled “Girish Ram Chandra Deshpande vs. CIC, New Delhi and others”, which relates to personal information the disclosure of which has no relationship to any public activity or interest, the PIO is not bound to give such information In the instant appeal case also there is no public interest involved in supply of information demanded by the appellant.

4.

There is hardly any justification to give personal information to the information seeker. Relying upon this judgment, Commission is satisfied with the observations of the respondent.  The appellant has also failed to substantiate any public interest for divulgence of information. As such the appellant filed in the Commission is dismissed. As per case decided on 03.10.2012 by Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in SLP (civil no. 27734 of 2012) titled “Girish Ram Chandra Deshpande vs. CIC, New Delhi and others”, which relates to personal information the disclosure of which has no relationship to any public activity or interest, the PIO is not bound to give such information In the instant appeal case also there is no public interest involved in supply of information demanded by the appellant.

3.

There is hardly any justification to give personal information to the information seeker. Relying upon this judgment, Commission is satisfied with the observations of the respondent.  The appellant has also failed to substantiate any public interest for divulgence of information. As such the appeal filed in the Commission is dismissed.  Copies of the order be sent to the parties.
