So, a Show Cause Notice is 

issued to Shri Arvind Kumar, PCS, RTA, Patiala that why you have not provided the information 

to the appellant within the stipulated period and so why you may not be penalized under the 

provisions of the RTI Act, 2005. 

  Shri Arvind Kumar, RTA, Patiala is directed that he should personally come 

present on the next date of hearing and file reply to the Show Cause Notice through duly 

attested affidavit and an opportunity of personal hearing will be afforded to him. 

  The appellant has gone through the information which is provided to him today 

and he stated that he is satisfied with the information related with para nos.
