ORDER


This is a long standing case wherein various interim orders have been passed.  It may not be of use to reproduce all of them.  However, for the sake of brevity it shall be worthwhile to mention the facts of this case.



Sh. Rakesh Kumar, appellant was dismissed from government service on the charges of some serious mis-conduct.  The stance of the respondents has been that he was demanding voluminous information by putting in repeated applications out of frustration with a view to harass the public authority.  They further submit that virtually all the certified copies of the files dealing with his case were provided to him whereas through and through the appellant has been saying that the information which was provided to him was irrelevant and specific information having demanded was denied to him.  The matter has been discussed in detail in various interim hearings.
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APPEAL CASE NOs.2177, 2178 and 2179 of 2015


The Commission found that the submissions made by both the sides had some substance and could not be altogether ignored and were addressed to during the prolonged history of hearings.  Finally on 22.09.2016 the following order was passed by the Commission :


“Heard.



Sh. Nand Kishore, PIO appearing on behalf of the respondents says that the orders dated 12.08.2013 vide which the inquiry was instituted on the noting sheet against the appellant has been provided to him.  However, formal order seemingly has not been issued. The rest of the information is available in a couple of files which are under action.  As soon as they are retrieved back in the branch the information shall be provided to him. 



Be it noted that no further opportunity shall be provided.”


The case has come up for hearing today.



The PIO submits that as was advised on the previous hearing the information after the retrieval of the file from the senior functionaries in the department has been sent to the appellant under registered cover.  They have shown the Commission a copy of the same as well.  The appellant is absent.  Nothing has been heard in writing from him also.  The Commission feels that sufficient information stand provided to him and no more further intervention on its part is called for.


The appeals are disposed.

The following order was passed by the Commission on 22.09.2016 :-



“The appellant is absent.  He has sent a communication wherein he has submitted that complete information has not been provided to him.  However, he has not been very specific in identifying the information which is found wanting.



On the other hand, a communication dated 29.08.2016 has been received from the PIO, O/o SSP, Patiala wherein it has been stated that already all the copies of the complaint made in the instant case have been provided to him.  Currently, the investigation has been transferred at the instance of Director, Bureau of Investigation, Punjab, Chandigarh to the SIT headed by Deputy Inspector General of Police (Crime), Punjab, Chandigarh, whose Nodal Officer is S.P.(Traffic), Mohali

with the resultant transfer of all record as well.  The information can only be provided after some tangible progress is made.   Since no record/information is available with the PIO, O/o S.S.P., Patiala they are exempt from further appearance in this appeal case.




Constable Jaskaran Singh, O/o SSP, Mohali submits that the matter is being looked into. He seeks adjournment for filing an appropriate reply on the next date of hearing.”


The matter has been taken up today.  Sh. Krishan Avtar, Sr. Assistant and ASI Sulekh Chand have come present on behalf of the respondents.  They have submitted in writing that all the available and admissible information has already been provided to the appellant.  They submit that the issue involves allegations of treachery, forgery and fraud at massive level at the hands of an organized mafia.  The matter is still under investigation.  Any further revelation of information shall impede the process of investigation as envisaged under Section 8(1) (h) of the RTI Act.



Despite affording various opportunities the appellant has not been able to point out any deficiency in the information provided to him already and has also failed to rebut the plea taken by the respondents under Section 8(1) (h) of the Act.



The Commission does not find any infirmity in the stance taken by the respondents.  It feels that the admissible information has already been provided to the appellant.  No further intervention of the Commission is called for.  The appeal is disposed.
