Sh. Mukesh Saini, Assistant Registrate and Ms Shikha Grover, Asstt. Registrar (F&A)  on behalf of the respondent



By an RTI application dated 15.04.2015, appellant sought information from the respondent-PIO pertaining to the documents/experience submitted by Ms Shikha Grover  at the time of her interview etc.  Having not received the information from the respondent within the stipulated period,   complainant filed the present complaint before the Commission which was taken up today for hearing.

In response to the notice of hearing, representatives of the respondent appeared and stated that the information sought by the complainant related to a third party who has denied to disclose her personal information.  It has been alleged that husband of the  information seeker has some personal dispute with Ms Shikha Grover (third party) whose personal documents are sought for  by her from the respondent by  for ulterior motives where no public interest is involved.  Complainant has  thus been denied to  supply the information  under section 8(I)g) of the RTI Act. vide their letter No. MIMIT/PIO/16/808 dated 13.05.2016.   Photo copy thereof was produced which is taken on record. It has also been stated that the complainant has not filed any appeal before the First Appellate Authority against the order of the respondent-PIO and has come before the Commission directly. Despite due and adequate notice, complainant is not present nor has she sent any intimation in this behalf.  Also, nothing contrary has been heard from her in this regard.
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3
After going through the documents on record and pleadings of the parties, it has been observed that the complainant has been denied the third party information under section 8(I)(g) of the RTI Act. The complainant is stated to have some personal grudge with the third party who has denied to disclose her personal information to the complainant.  No one should be allowed to use  RTI as a tool to secure information from the public authority  for settling  personal scores particularly when no public interest is involved therein.

In view of what has been said and discussed above, I am of the view that the action of the respondent in not disclosing the third party information under section 8(I)(g) of the RTI Act, , may not be faulted with.  Order accordingly.

Case stands disposed of and is closed with the above observations.
