The representative of the respondent-University states that they have detected one case in which a student had obtained 10+2 certificate from Board of Higher Secondary Education, Delhi.  The respondent further submits that this Board of Secondary Education is not a statutory Board.  Therefore, the Vice Chancellor has ordered an inquiry as to how students of this institute, which is not recognized, were allowed admission in the University.  The respondent further states that in Delhi, some private institutions have named themselves as “Board” and are awarding school pass certificates. If this is true, it would be appropriate to take criminal action, as such institutions are cheating the students by representing themselves as statutory bodies.  The Vice Chancellor may take up the matter with Chief Secretary, Government of Delhi for appropriate action against such institutions.  With these directions, the case is closed.

ORDER



The appellant had sought voluminous information by moving two applications to the PIO/Punjabi University, Patiala.  On 22.2.2012 after considering the matter, the case was closed with the direction to the respondent-University to send a copy of the relevant instructions/provisions of law which confer powers on the University to withhold the GPF amount lying in the account of the appellant-Dr. Aditya Angiras.  Allegedly, the University did not supply a copy of the relevant instruction, in compliance with the directions of the Commission.  The appellant, therefore, moved a fresh application received in the Commission on 9.4.2012 complaining non-compliance by the University.  Notice was issued to the parties and university was also called upon to show cause why penalty under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 should not be imposed for willful non-compliance in furnishing of the information to the appellant.
2.

The University has submitted a written reply vide its No.2668 dated 15.6.2012.  It has been represented that the information has been furnished to the appellant clearly stating that there are no instructions/rules or law under which University is empowered to withhold the GPF amount of an employee.  The plea of the University is that directions of the commission have been duly complied with by furnishing the requisite information.  There was some delay as the University authorities wrote to all the branches of the University to confirm about the existence of any instructions/rules in this regard.  It took some time to receive replies from the different branches of the University.  The plea of the University is that there was never any willful intention to delay or deny the information.  The delay occurred only due to delay in confirmation from branches.  The respondent, therefore, pleads that no penalty should be imposed.

3.

I have heard the parties and gone through the record.  Complete information stands furnished to the appellant.  From the facts stated by the respondent, it reveals that the delay was not intentional or willful but only procedural in nature.  Therefore, it is not a case for imposition of penalty.  The University, however, is cautioned to strictly adhere to the prescribed time limit under the Act ibid in all future cases.  With these observations, the case is closed.
