Order dated 7.6.2010 passed by Ld. SIC Mrs. Ravi Singh imposing penalty of Rs.17,000/- on Mrs.Surjit Kaur and Rs.8000/- on Shri Jagjit Singh Sidhu, the then PIOs/Director Public Instructions (SE), Punjab, Chandigarh was challenged in the Hon’ble High Court by both the PIOs vide two Civil Writ Petitions No.15208/2010 and CWP No.4051/2011.  The Hon’ble High Court set aside the impugned order and remanded the case to the State Information Commission for fresh decision vide order dated 17.3.2011. ORDER



Ld. SIC Mrs. Ravi Singh had imposed a penalty of Rs.25000/- to be recovered from Smt. Surjit Kaur, the then PIO/Director Public Instructions (S.E.), Punjab, Chandigarh.  The order of the Ld. SIC Mrs. Ravi Singh dated 2.6.2010 was challenged in CWP No.14184/2010 which was decided by the Hon’ble Justice Mr. M.S. Sullar on 7.2.2011 with the observation that Civil Writ Petition is disposed of in terms of order dated 4.2.2011. In CWP No.2167/2011 titled as Jagjit Singh vs. State Information Commission, Punjab and others, the relevant portion of the order of the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in CWPNo.2167/2011 is that “ 13.  In the light of aforesaid reasons and without commenting further anything on merits let it may prejudice the case of either side during the course of subsequent hearing, the writ petitions are accepted, the impugned order Annexure P-5 is set-aside.  The matter is remanded back to the SIC for its fresh decision in the light of aforesaid observations, after issuing show cause notice and providing an opportunity of being heard to the parties and in accordance with law.”

Accordingly notice was issued to the parties.  Shri Tejinder Pal Singh, the complainant, however he is absent while Mrs. Surjit Kaur the then PIO is present.  Mrs. Surjit Kaur submits that she had already submitted a written reply vide letter No. SP.ST/278 dated 10.5.2011.
