A perusal of the record shows that appellant had been informed by the respondent vide their letter No. 44 HD RTI dated 03.10.2013 that the said inquiry repot was submitted in the judicial court.  Once it is so, it cannot be said that copy of the inquiry report cannot be supplied to the appellant under section 8(I)(h) of the Act ibid  for want of approval of the same by the competent authority.  It appears that the respondent is not disclosing the information sought by the appellant intentionally.  Respondent is directed to be present in person   on the next date of hearing and explain the delay in providing the information to the appellant.
