assured that the remaining documents ie NOC would be provided to appellant at earliest. However, this document has not been furnished for almost three years, forcing the appellant to approach State Information Commission on 17.04.2014. 
                 Today, the APIO stated that the said document (NOC) was not available in the file.   Apparently, the respondent PIO has not made any serious effort to trace the document. The document should have been available with the person in whose name the commercial connection is issued and also with the issuing authority –Municipal Corporation.  The PIO can force owner of the connection to submit the NOC under threat of disconnection. Since the appellant apprehends that the said commercial connection was obtained on the strength of a fake document (NOC) the fact could have been verified from the record of the Municipal Corporation.

               Also, the respondent PIO has made no effort to fix responsibility for loss of particular document from the file and he has not bothered even to file a FIR with the concerned Police Station till date. 


 All this suggest, the respondent PIO has little regard to the State Information Commission. In these circumstances the Commission has found to fit to issue show cause notice to the PIO.  



The   PIO Mr. S. H. Jogi, Supdt. office of Punjab State Power Corporation Ltd., East Circle, Ludhiana is hereby issued show cause notice under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 as to why  penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed on him till the information is actually  furnished.
