Gagandeep Sharma, Building Inspector appearing on behalf of the respondent states that the reply to the Notice of the Commission has already been filed by letter dated 04.04.2016 mentioning therein that the  complainant has already been responded to vide letter dated 05.01.2016.  He further states that the complainant has been asked to deposit the assessed fee of Rs. 1520/- to obtain the remaining information.  He, however, undertakes that the appellant can visit the o/o respondent on any working day to inspect the record.

After hearing both the parties and perusing the record, it is ascertained that the respondent has intimated the complainant vide letter dated 05.01.2016 to deposit the assessed fee of Rs. 1520/- for obtaining the remaining information which the complainant has not deposited as yet.  No further action is required in this case.  Accordingly, the instant Complaint Case is hereby, disposed of and closed.
