Shri Sukhchain Singh,  Appellant vide an RTI application dated 04-06-2015 , addressed to PIO, sought certain information on seven  points regarding Mid Day Meal Scheme.

The case was last heard on 12.07.2016, when the appellant informed that the provided information was  still incomplete and misleading. He submitted  that he had sought a copy of the letter vide which total demand for ration for Mid Day Meal was sent to the Government.

Shri Balbir Singh, Deputy DEO(EE)-cum-PIO, appearing on behalf of the respondents  submitted  that the information, available in their record, had already been supplied to the appellant and the letter, which was being sought by the appellant, was not available with him. He further submitted  that this letter might  be available in the office of DEO(EE). He requested  that   Shri Parminder Singh Saini, the then Coordinator, Mid Day Meal Scheme (Now in the office of DEO(SE) as Counselor)  and Shri Sarwan Singh, present Coordinator, Mid Day Meal   might  be asked to explain the 
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latest position of the case and provide the requisite information to the appellant.  
Accordingly, DEO(EE), Gurdaspur  was  directed to be present in person, on the next date of hearing, alongwith Shri Parminder Singh Saini and Shri Sarwan Singh and also with relevant record to explain the factual position of the case so that complete information could be provided to the appellant without any further delay. The case was adjourned for today.

Today, Shri Salwinder Singh, DEO(EE) Gurdaspur and Shri Sarwan Singh, District Coordinator, Mid-Day Meal,  are present as per the directions of the Commission issued on the last date of hearing. They submit that some information has already been supplied to the appellant. They hand over remaining information to the appellant, who after perusing the same, submits that the information is still incomplete. He points out the deficiencies in the information. Accordingly, the PIO is directed to supply complete information in view of the deficiencies pointed out by the appellant, before the next date of hearing.

ORDER

Shri H. S. Hundal,  complainant, in person.




Shri Amardeep Singh, Clerk, on behalf of the  respondent.
Vide RTI application dated nil   addressed to the respondent, Shri H. S. Hundal  sought various information/ documents regarding security of women in buses.

2.

During hearing  on 16.03.2016,  the appellant informed  that he submitted RTI application on 31.08.2015 but  no information had been supplied to him as yet. The respondent informed  that RTI application submitted by the complainant was not available in their office. Accordingly, the PIO was directed to trace out the RTI application of the complainant and supply the information before the next date of hearing. 

3.

The complainant submitted  that action for imposing penalty upon the PIO for the delay in  the supply of information might  be taken and he might be compensated suitably for the loss and detriment suffered by him during this period. Accordingly, a Show-Cause Notice was  issued to the PIO to explain reasons through a duly attested affidavit as to why a penalty at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed upon him and also as to why a suitable compensation be not awarded to the complainant for the loss and detriment suffered by him. The case was adjourned 18.05.2016. 
4.

On 18.05.2016,  two letters dated 18.05.2016 and 19.05.2016 were  
received through e-mail from DTO Moga, which were  taken on record. Vide letter dated 
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18.05.2016, she  informed that she was  unable to attend hearing at 11.00 A.M. as she had  to attend a meeting of Field Officers under the chairmanship of Secretary Transport, Punjab at Chandigarh. Vide letter dated 19.05.2016 she  informed that the requisite information had  been supplied to the appellant vide letter No. 6120, dated 07.09.2015 and letter No. 6872, dated 14.12.2015. She  also sent reply to the Show-Cause Notice issued to her explaining  reasons for  delay in the supply of information. Finding the reply to be dis-satisfactory,  one last opportunity was  afforded to DTO Moga for personal hearing to explain  reasons for delay in the supply of information,   in person,  on the next date of hearing, failing which action for imposing penalty upon her and awarding compensation to the appellant would be taken, ex-parte. The case was adjourned for today.
5.

Despite giving an opportunity of personal hearing to DTO Moga to explain reasons for delay in the supply of information , she is not present today. However, a letter No. 8684/DTO Moga, dated 26.07.2016 has been received from her informing that she is unable to attend hearing today as she has additional charge of the post of Assistant Commissioner(G/Grievances) and she has to attend a meeting to be held by Deputy Commissioner Moga today  in connection with a meeting to be Chaired by Deputy Chief Minister Punjab on 09.08.2016.

The appellant submits that she filed  instant  RTI application on 31.08.2015 and a period of 11 months has passed but still the provided information is incomplete, incorrect and irrelevant. Accordingly, one last opportunity is afforded to DTO Moga to supply complete information to the appellant and explain reasons for delay in the supply of information, in person,  on the next date of hearing.
