1. The background of this appeal is that the information seeker has filed an RTI application on 07.06.2012 for seeking information about the action taken by the respondent PIO on a news item captioned “Sarkari Record Mein Game” published in Dainik Bhasker on 13.05.2012. The appellant has alleged that the respondent has asked her vide letter dated 03.07.2012 to provide the copy of news item which she complied with on 10.07.2012. She further rues that she has visited the office of the respondent a number of times but the information was not provided to her. The she filed 
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first appeal on 27.01.2015 and the First Appellate Authority (hereinafter FAA) decided on 04.03.2015 directing the respondent PIO to provide the information within one week. On not getting the information, second appeal has been filed in the Commission on 19.03.2015 under Section 19 (3) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).

2.
Notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 15.06.2015 in the Commission.

3.
During the hearing on 15.06.2015, the appellant filed written submission mentioning therein that she has provided the copy of news item on 10.07.2012 to the then ADTO. She further points out that on any news appearing against the government department, the district public relation office issues notice to the concerned department to which the news pertains. The office of DTO has not given its version against the news and that indicates that the clerks of the said office are hand in gloves. She also contends that even after filing first appeal on 27.01.2015, the information has not been provided to her. In the end, she prays that the penal action against the concerned officials under Section 20 be taken and penalty of Rs. 25,000/- should imposed on PIO, and compensation of Rs. 5000/- be provided to her for mental tension and as expenditure incurred on travelling and typing.     
4.
The respondent filed reply to the Notice of the Commission mentioning therein that the applicant in response to RTI application received in the respondent’s office on 13.06.2012, has requested the appellant to supply a copy of the said news item vide its 
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letter dated 03.07.2012 to supply the requisite information. That in the first appeal filed by the appellant before the First Appellate Authority she was again requested to supply a copy of the news item in question vide letter dated 24.04.2015 but the same has not so far been supplied.  The respondent intimated the Commission vide its written submission dated 13.07.2015 that after receiving the news item on 15.06.2015 through Commission the para-wise information has been provided.  
5.
After perusing the file, it is ascertained that the RTI application is dated 07.06.2012 whereas first appeal with the FAA has been filed by the appellant on 27.01.2015, which is after a period of about two and a half years. The Section 19(1) provides:- 

“Any person who, does not receive a decision within the time specified in Sub-Section (1) of clause (a) of sub-Section (3) of Section 7, or is aggrieved by a decision of the Central Public Information Officer or State Public Information Officer, as the case may be, may within thirty days from the expiry of such period or from the receipt of such a decision prefer an appeal to such officer who is senior in rank to the Central Public Information Officer or State Public Information Officer as the case may be, in each public authority: 
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Provided that such officer may admit the appeal after the expiry of the period of thirty days if he or she is satisfied that the appellant was prevented by sufficient cause from filling the appeal in time”. 

The appellant has neither shown any cause which prevented her from filing first appeal within the specified time period in her appeal nor she has mentioned it in second appeal about it. 


 The contention of the respondent is tenable that on receiving the RTI application on 13.06.2012 the information seeker was asked vide letter dated 03.07.2012 to supply a copy of the news item and again during the first appeal the appellant was requested  vide letter dated 24.04.2015 seeking copy of the said news item.  Further contention of the respondent that on receiving the copy of news item on 15.06.2015 through Commission the point-wise information has been provided vide letter dated 13.07.2015.


The perusal of file shows that the appellant has not been able to justify the maintainability of first appeal as per Section 19 (1) of the Act as stated above. No intentional delay has been caused in this case by the respondent by providing the information to the appellant. The present appeal is as such disposed of and closed.
