Shri Surinder Singh, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 9.1.2014 , addressed to PIO cum Secretary, Rural Development  & Panchayats, Punjab, Mini Secretariat, Chandigarh   sought certain information on 5 points 



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 25.2.2014 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on   19.5.2014, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


During the hearing of this case, today, it is noted that a communication vide letter no. 1696, dated 12.6.2014 have been received in the commission from PIO cum BDPO Balachaur, wherein it has been mentioned that :-

“ the application of Shri Surinder Singh dated 9.1.2014 under RTI Act, 2005 was transferred to PIO cum Panchayat Secretary Gram Panchayat Manewal through this office by Department of Rural Development and  Panchayats vide their letter No. D.P.R.T.I. 1/14/1261 dated 17.1.2014 and the same was received by this office on 17.1.2014 and further transferred to the PIO cum Panchayat Secretary Gram Panchayat Manewal vide this office no. 298 dated 3.12.2014. The PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat Manewal vide his letter No. 11 dated 6.2.2014 wrote to the applicant that the estimated cost of providing the information is Rs. 2000/- and the same be deposited with him.

Again on 25.2.2014 a letter was received from the applicant stating that he did not receive the information. It was again written to him by PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat Manewal vide his letter no. 13 dated 3.3.2014 and this office letter no. 764 dated 11.3.2014 to deposit the requisite amount. In reply to the letter of PIO, the applicant vide his letter dated 7.3.2014, replied that he did not receive letter dated 6.2.2014 and demanded for the photocopy of the dispatch register without submitting any fee. However, the copies of the registers were promptly supplied to him vide this office letter No. 810 dated 14.3.2014 with a request to deposit the requisite fee. The applicant again vide his letter dated 24.4.2014 refused to pay the requisite fee on the pretext of having not received letter dated 6.2.2014. He was again requested vide this office letter no. 1525 dated 29.5.2014 to pay the fee so that the information could be provided to him.

It has further been mentioned that the information pertains to a period of almost 30 years i.e. from 1984 to till date and which comes to be about 1000 pages. The applicant was asked to deposit the required fee vide letters ibid. However the applicant has not deposited the requisite fee till date.”


In addition to above facts mentioned in letter, Shri Satish Kumar, stated before the commission  that he has recently taken over and the demanded information is quite voluminous, which running into 2000 pages, therefore some more time may be given to him for providing the information what so ever is available in the Panchayat record of Gram Panchayat , Mahnewal. Acceeding to his request the case is adjourned to 20.8.2014. 

(i) As such, Shri Satish Kumar BDPO Balachaur is directed to ensure the providing of complete, correct and duly attested information to the appellant demanded by him vide his RTI application dated 9.1.2014. 

(ii) He is further directed to appear personally on the next date of hearing with one spare set of provided information which is relating to his office.

(iii) It is made clear that failing to provide the demanded information to the appellant as per the record, would attract the penalty provisions of  section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, against Shri Satish Kumar,  BDPO, Balachaur and Shri Jaswinder Singh, Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat, Mahnewal, Block Balachaur. Shri Satish Kumar, BDPO Balachaur, Distt. SBS Nagar, shall be treated as deemed PIO under the provisions of section 5(4)(5) of act ibid  for the purpose of providing the information to the appellant and shall be equally responsible  as Shri Jaswinder Singh, Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat , Mahnewal,  Block Balachaur, Distt. S.B.S.Nagar, (Nawanshahr)

(iv) Ms. Kamlesh Kumari, PIO cum Under Secretary, (RD) o/o Director     Rural Development & Panchayats is also directed to provide complete, correct and duly attested information which relates to office of D.R.D.P.,Pb. to the appellant   under registered cover. 

She is also directed to appear before the commission with one spare set of provided information for its perusal and record on  the next date of hearing.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, she filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated  29.1.14 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on   10.3.14 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties.


On the last date of hearing i.e.  on  20.5.14, Shri Narinder Singh, Jr. Assistant appearing on behalf of PIO cum  Dy.
