ORDER
1. The RTI application is dated 20.08.2014 whereby the information-seeker has sought information on 6 points pertaining to security provided to the Ministers, CPS, Chairman, Leaders of various Political parties in the State of Punjab and the basis of providing such security. On not satisfied with the information provided by the respondent PIO, she filed complaint in the Commission on 23.09.2014 under Section 18 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).
2. Notice was issued to the parties for hearing for 05.11.2014 in the Commission.
3. Arguments were heard on 22.12.2014 and the matter was fixed for orders on today. 

4. While arguing her case the complainant submitted that in Punjab office bearers appointed by the political parties were given security over night without any consideration. She further argued that the facility of giving security by the Punjab 
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Government is put to misuse by these leaders. She also rued that names of the persons who were either terrorists or supporting cause of terrorists and have been given security should also be revealed. In the end, she argued that if there is a notification of Government of Punjab vide which the security wing of Punjab Police has been kept out of the purview of Right to Information Act, 2005, then the respondent should have intimated  her accordingly vide the letter sent to her on  27.08.2014 instead of letter dated 17.09.2014. 

5. During the arguments, the respondent reiterated the submission made in its written reply in response to the Notice of the Commission. The respondent pleaded that vide Punjab Government Notification no. 2/27/05-IAR-191, dated 23.02.2006, the office of the security wing of Punjab Police has been kept out of the purview of the provisions of the Right to Information Act, 2005 and as such, the information sought by the information-seeker could not be provided to the applicant who has been duly intimated accordingly vide memo no. 25805/DDSB-5, dated 17.09.2014. 

6. After hearing both the parties and perusing the record available on file, it is ascertained that the RTI application has been addressed to the Director General Police, Punjab who transferred the same under Section 6 (3) of the RTI Act, 2005 to the concerned department i.e. Inspector General Police (Security)-cum-PIO vide letter dated 27.08.2014. The concerned respondent PIO intimated the RTI applicant vide letter dated 17.09.2014 referring to notification dated 23.02.2006 whereby the security wing of the Punjab Police has been kept out of the purview of the Right to Information 
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Act-2005. I agree with the contention of the answering respondent that the information sought by the RTI applicant has rightly been denied on account of notification dated 23.02.2006 issued by the Government of Punjab mentioning that the RTI Act, 2005 shall not apply to security wing of the department of Home Affairs and Justice. In wake of aforementioned, the instant Complaint Case is disposed of and closed.
