The PIO/Mandi Board submits that information was furnished vide Mandi Board’s letter No.RTI/2364 dated 29.11.2011 and thereafter a clarification was also given vide Mandi Board’s letter No.3-1833/244-2 dated 6.1.2012.  However, as some of the information pertained to six Executive Engineers of the Mandi Board posted at the district level, the request for information was transferred to those offices under Section 6(3) of the Right to Information Act, 2005.  The concerned PIOs/offices of the Executive Engineers had demanded fee towards the cost of documents, which it is alleged was never deposited by the information-seeker.  My attention has been drawn to a letter written to the information-seeker by XEN (Civil), Punjab Mandi Board vide letter No.3772 dated 25.11.2011 asking him to deposit a sum of Rs.2000/-.  Similarly, the other field offices had also conveyed the required fee but it is alleged that the appellant failed to deposit the same.  
2.

Let the appellant file his rejoinder to the stand of the respondent.  An information-seeker is required to apply to the PIO of the public authority which holds the information.  There is no obligation on the part of the PIO/Mandi Board to collect information from other public authorities and thereafter furnish it to the appellant.  However, in the present case, the PIO took steps to furnish the information held by different PIOs.  This naturally resulted in some delay.  However, the appellant cannot run away from his responsibility to deposit the requisite fee, which was demanded by the concerned PIOs to whom his request for information was transferred.
