ORDER



The respondent submits a written reply vide its reference No.5067/NC (B)/2012 dated 26.7.2012. A copy of this alongwith information has been furnished to the complainant except pertaining to copies of the resolutions, which had also been asked by the complainant.  The plea of the respondent is that various Executive Committees, which remained in office since 2006-07 till 1.1.2012 have not handed back the relevant registers containing the resolutions passed by the Executive Committees.  This record as per the version of the Principal, National College, Bhikhi is in the custody of the former Executive Committees.
2.

The position stated by the Principal is not acceptable.  Resolutions of the Executive Committees are record of the college and not personal record of the members of the Executive Committees.  Such record should be maintained in the College and should not be allowed to be carried away by the members of the Executive Committees at the end of their terms.  The resolutions passed by Executive Committees would contain all important decisions including pertaining to grant-in-aid availed from Government.  Many administrative and financial issues would be involved.  Therefore, it would be appropriate to bring this fact to the Deputy Commissioner, Mansa who is Pattern of the college with the direction to recover the record from the former members of the Executive Committees.  The Deputy Commissioner should consider filing criminal case/FIR against all those, who have taken away the public record of the college with them after they seized to be the member.  Their conduct amounts to criminal breach of trust.

3.

After recovery of the record, the relevant copies sought by the present complainant shall be furnished to him.  With these directions, the present complaint case is closed.
