The respondent PIO stated that the information was not related with him, it was related to the B & R Branch. Since the information remained to be provided to the appellant, the Commission takes a serious note of it and is constrained to issue show cause notice to the respondent PIO in B & R too. 

                    
Earlier, the Commission had issued show cause notice to the PIO Mr. Ravindder Garg, Executive Engineer, o/o MC Ludhiana, Zone D as his representative had failed to assist the Commission as the representative was not well versed with the fact of the case. Today, the PIO himself was present and argued that the information was related and was in the custody of another PIO and the PIO (HQ) had wrongly transferred the RTI application to him and hence delay in furnishing the information. The response of Mr. Garg to the show cause notice was taken on record and the decision on the same is kept pending since instead of ensuring that the requisite information is provided to the information seeker, there is growing tendency to pass on the buck to the other.

In the instant case, the PIO HQ Mr. KP Singh is also directed to come along with the records so that the responsibility for the delay in furnishing information, part of which is yet to be furnished, is fixed. 

          

Also, the   respondent – PIO Mr. Harpal Bhullar, XEN (B&R) Zone D, is   hereby issued show cause notice under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 as to why penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed on him till the information is actually furnished.  



The PIO-respondent is directed to submit his reply in the form of affidavit giving reasons for delaying and denying the supply of requisite information to the applicant before the next date of hearing.



In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail   himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. 



The PIO is further directed to be personally present with a copy of the information supplied at the next date of hearing. Besides Mr. Bhullar, Mr. Garg and Mr. KP Singh too should be present at the next date hearing to ensure speedy disposal of the case.
