The appellant has sent written submissions enclosing photocopies of documents of allotment of land to the respondent, a copy of the order of the Income Tax granting exemption under Section 80(g) of the Income Tax Act, copies of the registered deeds by which the respondent had purchased land after availing stamp duty on registration and also a copy of letter of Municipal Council, Anandpur Sahib conveying that the respondent is enjoying property tax exemption.

2.

In response to the direction given on 2.7.2012, PUDA Mohali, GLADA, Ludhiana and Jalandhar Development Authority, Jalandhar have appeared.  It is submitted by GLADA that land was allotted to the respondent-institute by PUDA, Mohali at concessional rates.  This fact has been conveyed by PUDA vide its letter No. PUDA-Policy/A-2/2012/18929 dated 23.8.2012 alongwith photocopies of the policy regarding allotment of land to such institutions.  The representative of Jalandhar Development Authority, Jalandhar has also placed on record a written submission under the signatures of Chief Administrator, Jalandhar Development Authority, Jalandhar stating that the respondent-Sikh Missionary College, Urban Estate, Phase-I, Jalandhar was allotted an area of 1000 Sq. Yards @ Rs.1220/- per sq. yard.  These rates were approved by the 14th Finance & Accounts Committee Meeting for Cultural & Literary activities vide agenda item No.14.09 and allotment to this institution has been made 20% less than the cost to cost rates.  The representatives of PUDA & GLADA further clarified that the concessional rate has been extended to all institutions, which fall under the category of Cultural and Literary Activities.

The officials of PUDA, GLADA and Jalandhar Development Authority are exempted from further appearance in this case.

ORDER



In compliance with the direction of the Commission dated 20.7.2012, the respondent –public authority has paid an amount of Rs.1000/- as compensation to the complainant vide cheque No.288443 dated 27.8.2012 from Account No.104000094955 of State Bank of India , Ludhiana .

2.

The respondent has further placed on record a written submission with an affidavit of Shri Parveen Kumar Goyal s/o Shri Rattan Lal Goyal, PIO and a copy of the utilization certificate said to have been submitted by the respondent-welfare society to Government of Punjab for utilizing a grant of Rs. 1.00 lakh.  The plea of the respondent is that the complainant had asked for information in RTI application dated 24.1.2011 only for the period 1.1.2010 to 31.12.2010. During this period, only grant of Rs.1.00 lakh was received.  A copy of the utilization certificate alongwith an affidavit of PIO has been placed on record with a copy to the complainant.

3.

Shri Parveen Goyal, PIO has appeared today in person.  However, he has not submitted any written reply in response to the show cause notice issued under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005.  The present complaint case was initiated in the Commission on 17.3.2011. Since then, it has been listed for 16 hearings.  
4

We have given a personal hearing to the PIO.  The only explanation for non-compliance with the statutory time limit given by the PIO is that the respondent is a private society with skelton infrastructure. The record was not properly maintained. This resulted in delay in tracing out the relevant documents.  The PIO is given one more opportunity to file his written submission explaining the delay.
5.

The complainant also submits that the attested photocopy of the utilization certificate given by the respondent does not carry any receipt or acknowledgement of it having been received by the concerned department.  The respondent states that they had sent the same to the department by post.  The issue can be resolved by the complainant approaching the concerned department under the RTI and confirming from it whether the same was in fact received by that department or not.
