Appropriate mechanism has not been provided to keep the record properly by the public authority due to which the information / request under RTI Act, 2005 are not being served properly. I am of the considered view that instead of penalizing the PIO, it would be in the fitness of thing that public authority be ordered to compensate the Complainant on account of expenditure incurred by him in attending hearings in the Commission.

In the facts and circumstances of the case, I award a sum of Rs.1000/-(Rupees One thousand Only) to the Complainant as compensation for attending the hearings in the Commission.  Respondent has paid the compensation amount of Rs. 1000/- to the Complainant by cash today in the Commission. Respondent PIO is also warned to be more careful in future while dealing with the matters pertaining to the RTI Act, 2005 and act swiftly.

In view of the above, no further cause of action is left and the case is disposed of and closed.  Copies of the order be sent to the parties.
