Perusal of the information sought by the Complainant shows that following information is to be supplied by the PIO of Punjab School Education Board:- 

1. How many private schools are existing in Khanori City. From which Board / Institution they are affiliated. 
2. 25 % seats are reserved for Below Poverty Line children by the Government. Copy of order / instructions be given by which the above directions have been given for giving the admission to above children to the private schools. 

3. How much amount is to be paid by the parents of the poor children for getting admission in private schools in reserved 25 % seats and from where the private schools will get the remaining amount of expenditure on children – regarding this information be given. 

4. If any private school does not give admission to these poor children against reserved seats, then the authority who will take action, what should be the action, against these private schools - regarding this information be given.
5. What should be the area, water arrangements, staff etc. for running a private school?

6. How many students are there in the private schools in Khanaori City. 
7. How much fee and specifically the breakdown of the fee charged by these private schools in the Khanauri City be given for the session 2010-11 and 2012-13. 
8. The charges of bus / van received by the Principal of the school, the same charges has fixed by principal itself or by any other department, information be given

The rest of the points pertain to Transport Department of Sangrur. Therefore, the Deputy Commissioner of Sangrur is requested to give directions to District Transport Office Sangrur to supply the information on these points:-
1. What are the arrangements for picking/dropping the students in these schools and how many students are allowed to sit in these buses/ vans regarding this information be given.
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2. The schools in which buses/van are available, what is the model of these buses/vans. As per Motor Vehicle Act, for how many years buses/vans can run on the road regarding this information be given. 
3. If in these schools students are picked/ dropped by the buses   which could not be allowed to run on the road, then what should be the action against this? 

4. The drivers who are deployed to drive these buses in Khanori city, detail about the driving experience of these drivers alongwith driving licence be given.  
5. What should be the compulsory colour of these vehicles? If it is not as per rules then what should be the action.  
6. Which type of facilities should be in these buses? What are the facilities available in the buses in Khanori city regarding this information be given. 
The points on which the information has been sought by the Respondent are very relevant to the society today and the permissible information be provided by the concerned departments to the Complainant as per the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.

The complaint of the complainant be treated as two separate complaints for the PIO of Punjab School Education Board and also the PIOs O/o Deputy Commissioner, Sangrur. Both the PIOs are directed to supply the information, to complainant within 30 days from the date of receipt of this order under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005.
