On the said date it was directed to conduct an enquiry regarding the availability of the record. Accordingly an enquiry from the Sarpanch who remained as such from 1993 to 1995 was made  and it was informed by the Sarpanch that the record was with Shri Nirmal Singh, Panchayat Secretary and no record of the Gram Panchayat Rupowali Brahmna is available with him. Upon this, Shri Nirmal Singh, Panchayat Secretary was directed to be present in the office of BDPO Tarsikka. On 9.5.2014 Shri Nirmal Singh, Panchayat Secretary (Retd.) stated that he was promoted as Panchayat Officer in 8/2001 and complete record of the Gram Panchayat, Rupowali  Brahmna  was  handed  over  to  Shri Pargat  Singh, Panchayat Secretary on 31.8.2001. The PIO has concluded his report stating that from this position, it is clear that the complete record of Gram Panchayat Rupowali Brahmna is with Shri Pargat Singh Panchayat Secretary  but Shri Pargat Singh, Panchayat Secretary had died on 23.6.2006 and his residential address is not available.
