Counsel for the respondents stated that the relevant documents were  not traceable in their record and  therefore they had  requested the University Grants Commission to supply the photo-copies of the same so that the requisite information could be supplied to the appellant without any further delay. He sought  further time of 2 weeks to supply the requisite information to the appellant, which  was  granted and the case was adjourned for today.

4.

Today, Ld. Counsel for the respondents informs the Commission that requisite documents have not been supplied to the  PIO by the University Grants Commission as yet  for further transmission to the appellant.  He seeks some more time for the purpose, which is granted.
