Respondent has filed his written reply today in the Commission stating that some information demanded by the information seeker cannot be provided. Copy of the same is handed over to the Complainant. Complainant is advised to file his rejoinder before the next date of hearing. Respondent is also directed to provide the information, as exist, in the record to the Complainant before the next date of hearing under intimation to the Commission.
