The appellant, Sh.  Balkar Singh who appeared in person in today’s hearing, states 
that no information has been supplied to him by the respondent-PIO so far.


Sh. Bhupinder Singh, Addl. D. C., who appeared in person in today’s hearing, submits a letter no. ALA/6134 dated 27.08.2014 which is addressed to Deputy Registrar, S. I. C. P. by the District Magistrate, Amritsar.

In that letter, District Magistrate, Amritsar, has clarified that application for getting 

the license to keep arms which was moved by the appellant, Sh.  Balkar Singh on 04.08.2010 to Sh. Harwinder Singh Harry, the then dealing Clerk of Arms Branch of office of the Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar.



During his service, Sh. Harry was arrested by District Police, Patiala, in connection with an FIR  registered against him.  As Sh. Harry was sentenced to seven years imprisonment, he was dismissed from service in 2012  by the authorities concerned.



Subsequent to the dismissal from service of Mr. Harry, lots of efforts were made  to trace out the application received in connection with the issuance of Arms license, but no application could be traced out.
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In an earlier letter No. ALA/5965 dated 06.09.2013, the District Magistrate, Amritsar, has categorically informed Sh.  Balkar Singh that his application  for getting license to keep arms could not be traced in the official record as the same was received by Sh. Harry and Sh.  Balkar Singh was advised to make a fresh application to get license to keep arms in that letter.



Sh. Bhupinder Singh, Addl. D. C., Amritsar orally submits that Sh.  Balkar Singh never moved fresh application to get license to keep arms in the office of the Deputy Commissioner/District Magistrate, Amritsar and hence no license for keeping arms was issued. He also mentions that license to Sh.  Balkar Singh could not be issued earlier also because his application for the same could not be traced in the official-record.


He submits, that as no delay has been made in supplying the requisite information in connection with the RTI request moved by the appellant on 13.08.2013, hence the respondent-PIO kindly be exonerated in this case.
