During hearing, the Complainant states that the information with regard to only points No.4,5,6 and 7, has not been provided. The Respondent states that name of the Complainant from the Voters’ List has not been deleted by the Tehsil Office, but it has been deleted by the Harton Company, a Private Company, working under  the Punjab State Election Commission at Chandigarh. The deletion of the vote has been made by the Harton Company by mistake and the Election Registration Officer-cum- SDM Kharar has directed the Company not to repeat the mistake in future to avoid any kind of harassment to the public. How the name has been deleted, is not known to the Respondent.
As regards point No.4 is concerned, a letter has been written to Deputy Commissioner to take action against the guilty. The Complainant also states that in the letter dated 14.9.2009, written by Election Registration Officer-cum-SDM Kharar to him, it has been mentioned that the photo of Shri Vijay Kumar was not attached, that is why the name of Shri Vijay Kumar, was deleted from the voter list (Sr.No.476, Part No.156). The proof of photograph is also presented in the Court by the Complainant. Thus, there are two contradictory statements in the case. Therefore, the Complainant is advised to take up the matter with higher competent authorities.
