ORDER



The only issue pending for decision pertained to non-supply of information regarding original qualification certificates of graduation and ITI Diploma.  The plea of the complainant is that he had submitted original documents at the time of his employment/promotion and these have not been returned to him nor certified copies have been supplied by the respondent.  The plea of the respondent on the other hand is that these original certificates are not available on record and that a photocopy of matriculation certificate, which was available on record, has already been furnished to the respondent.  The respondent has given a written statement received in the Commission vide diary No.2430 dated 29.1.2014 stating that copies of the educational qualification certificates relating to matriculation, graduation and ITI Diploma could not be traced from the record of the respondent and these are not available.
2.

The plea of the respondent is that record is old and that during his service, the complainant was transferred from various offices.  These certificates would have gone alongwith his personal file to all the places of his postings and that despite best efforts they have not been able to trace the same. However, all other record sought by the complainant has since long been furnished to him including seniority list etc.

Heard the parties.  Considering that the record is old and that the complainant was transferred to different places during tenure of his service, where his personal file was also sent, I accept the submissions of the respondent that original certificate are not traceable..  Since the record is not held by the respondent-public authority, I accept their pleadings and close the present complaint which was filed in the Commission on 30.12.2012.
