Ms. Dalbir Kaur also submits a reply dated 29.06.2016 to the show cause issued to her vide orders dated 07.06.2016, which is taken on record.

I have gone over the reply, dated 29.06.2016 already submitted by Ms. Dalbir Kaur and found that the explanation given by her is genuine. In view of the explanation, the show cause issued to her is dropped.

In view of the above, the case is disposed of and closed.
