On the last date of hearing held on 01.08.2013, Sh. Harbans Singh,  Supdt.-cum-PIO 

was given another opportunity to file his reply in the shape of an affidavit to the show-cause issued to him vide orders dated 26.06.2013 and an interim compensation of Rs. 1000/- (Rupees One Thousand only) was also awarded to the appellant.


In compliance with the order dated 01.08.2013, Sh, Harbans Singh, Supdt., attended the hearing today and submitted his reply in the shape of an affidavit which is unattested It is taken on record.


In that affidavit, he claims that he is not PIO in this case, hence, proceeding lodged against him by the Commission  be withdrawn.
Sh. Jatinder Dhawan, Sr. Asstt.  and Sh. Rajinder Kumar, Jr. Asstt., who also 

appeared on behalf of the respondent in today’s hearing, have stated on 26.06.2013 that Sh. Harbans Singh, Supdt. is APIO and there was no PIO designated when the RTI application was  moved by the applicant.
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They also state that Ms. Shashi Khera, Deputy Director, remained PIO from 29.02.02012 to 31.07.2012 and after that she got retired from her service. They have also stated on that day that Sh. Harbans Singh, Supdt. was working as present PIO in this case.



After hearing both the parties concerned and going through the documents placed on record, it is found that the replies filed by different officials of the office of Director, Health and Family Welfare, Pb., have created confusion and I am of the view that this case be remanded to First Appellate Authority as the First Appellate Authority  did not take any action on the appeal of the appellant.

In view of the above, this case is remanded to the First Appellate Authority ,
who is Sh. Ashok Nayyar, Director, Health and Family Welfare, Pb., Chandigarh and the show- cause issued to Sh. Harbans Singh, Supdt. is withdrawn.
A copy of RTI request be also enclosed for ready reference of First Appellate 
Authority, who will treat it as first appeal. The First Appellate Authority is directed to examine the documents, give an opportunity to the parties to be heard and decide the case on merit by passing a speaking order.


The applicant is free to approach the Commission by way of second appeal, if he is not satisfied with the decision of the First Appellate Authority.
