ORDER



The respondent-PIO-Shri Sham Lal, Superintendent –cum-PIO has filed a written reply and explained the delay in furnishing of the information.
2.

The specific query of the information was as to what is the prescribed period/time for which documents, forms and its annexures, submitted by people at the time of seeking Scheduled Castes/Backward Classes/Scheduled Tribes’ category certificates from Tehsil/District officials of the State are preserved in official record.  The respondent has been furnished by the Administrative Reforms Department vide its letter No.8863/1 dated 21.12.2012, a copy of the instructions pertaining to indexing and recording. In these instructions records have been classified into three categories i.e. (a), (b) and (c).  Normally, the documents, forms and annexures submitted by a person seeking a SC/BC/ST’s certificate etc. should fall in category-A.  However, it appears that the Department of Welfare of SCs/BCs Welfare Department has not issued any instructions as to under what category forms/annexures submitted by an applicant seeking a SC/OBC certificate etc would fall.

3.

The respondent-department has further conveyed on 20.9.2012 vide its No.966 that they have not issued any circular/instructions on the weeding out of the record including documents, forms/annexures submitted by an applicant seeking SC/BCs’ certificate.
4.

With the above clarification, the information stands furnished.  However, during the hearing of the case,  it has emerged that the respondent department has not issued any instructions as to under what classification i.e. (a), (b) and (c), documents submitted by an application seeking SCs/BCs certificate would follow.  This is a lacuna.  The supporting documents submitted by an applicant seeking SCs/BCs certificates are part of permanent record and therefore, need to be preserved as per category-A.  The department should issue clear instructions to all the subordinate offices in the State to properly preserve these documents so that any future dispute pertaining to any false SCs/BCs certificate could be verified on the basis of the original record.  A copy of this order shall be endorsed to Shri Anurag Aggarwal, IAS, Secretary to Government of Punjab, Department of SCs and BCs Welfare, Punjab Civil Secretariat, Chandigarh for appropriate action.
