The complainant shall further be at liberty to file second appeal in the Commission if he is still not satisfied with the order of the First Appellate Authority and if he so desires. Arguments were heard and the case was adjourned for orders to today. 
1.
The RTI application is dated 20.02.2014 vide which the appellant has sought information about project of Adarsh Colony, Darshna Colony , Prem Nagar and others totaling Rs.109, crore and out of it the amount allotted to each colony thereof. The information sought is on 4 points. First appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority (hereinafter FAA) on 09.04.2014 and second appeal was filed in the Commission on 28.10.2014 under Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).

2.
Notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 29.12.2014 in the Commission.
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3.
During the hearing on 29.01.2015 the appellant stated that though he has received information after removal of deficiency on point no.1 & 2 vide letter dated 06.01.2015 but he is not satisfied with the same because the completion report has been sent by the Punjab Water Supply & Sewerage Board, Patiala to the Municipal Corporation, Patiala. He further rues that the information regarding the water supply and sewerage is available with the respondent but they are deliberately not providing. 

4.
The respondent had stated that the deficiency in point no.1 and 2 has been removed and provided the information thereafter to the appellant vide letter dated 06.01.2015 and copy thereof has been endorsed to the Commission vide endorsement no. 352. He has further stated that it has been mentioned therein that the project grant of Rs. 109 crores for the water supply and sewerage has been received by the department of Punjab Water Supply & Sewerage Board directly and the information qua that can be obtained from the concerned department. The respondent further has stated that as regards the information, it is also clarified that the amount of Rs.109 crores is for the project completed by Department of Punjab Water Supply and Sewerage Board and this amount has not been received by the respondent Corporation.  He added that the amount of estimate approx. Rs.26 – 27 crores has been received by the respondent authority  separately from the amount of  Rs.109 crores. 
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5.
After perusing the record available on file, it is ascertained that the information as available on record has been provided by the respondent to the appellant and further information after removal of deficiency in point no. 1 & 2 has also been provided to the appellant vide letter dated 06.01.2015.  The respondent has also clarified about the amount of Rs. 109 Crore for the completion of the project by the department of Punjab Water Supply and Sewerage Board. In wake of above, no further action is required in this Appeal Case which is hereby disposed of and closed.
