1. In his RTI application dated 13.02.2015, he has raised the following three issues:-

i. PAU, Ludhiana has conducted the exam for the post of Program Assistant (Computer) two times, what was the weightage of written test for this post and interview? Names of the Committee members in the recruitment process.

ii. Advt No. 04/2014 Post Sr. No. 21(Network cum programming Assistant), what is the written test weightage for this post? Names of the Committee members in the recruitment process and design the syllabus for this post. Provide the total score card criteria for this post. 
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iii. Advt No.  04/2014, post sr. no. 21, (Network cum programming Assistant), provide the photocopy of question paper with answer keys. 



On not getting satisfactory response from the PIO, after filing first appeal with the First Appellate Authority, second appeal was filed in the Commission on 22.12.2015 under Section 19 of the RTI Act, 2005.  

2. Notice was issued to the parties for hearing on 17.02.2016 through video conference.

3.
In his written submission dated 25.02.2016 the appellant has submitted that the PAU, Ludhiana had conducted exams for Clerks in 2005 & 2008 and have uploaded the question papers of both the exams on its website. He further contended that whenever Punjab Public Service Commission conducts exam for recruitment it uploads on its website the answer key to the questions which reflects the transparency in recruitment. He also pointed out that the PIO of GADVASU, too has provided the information of question paper, answer book and score card of all candidates keeping in view transparency in recruitment. In the end of his submission he has pleaded that the information regarding recruitment process of the respondent should be provided to him. 

4.
During the hearing on 17.02.2016 the PIO stated that reply to the Notice of the Commission has been sent vide letter dated 09.02.2016 whereby following submissions have been made. It has been mentioned that the information on point no. 1 & 2 has already been provided to the appellant and that as regards information on point no. 3

the appellant has already been informed vide this office memo no. PIO.RTI. 2015/19753 dated 22.08.2015 that the question papers are “constituted intellectual property” of PAU and this University has “limited question banks” and hence, disclosing them would compromise its high standards to allow entry of meritorious candidates only. 




In support of his contention the PIO has referred to the judgment of Hon’ble Delhi High Court in case no. WPC 8916 of 2011 AIIMS, New Delhi Vs Parkash Singh and order dated 15.01.2014 of this Commission in Appeal Case no. 2269 of 2013 of Sh. Ritesh Malviya Vs PAU, Ludhiana.

5.
After hearing both the parties, it is ascertained that on the RTI application the respondent has provided information on point no. 1 & 2 to the appellant. The moot point remains whether the respondent is justified in refusing information on point no. 3. 




In the light of judgment dated 06.12.2012 of Hon’ble Delhi High Court in WPC 8916 of 2011 AIIMS, New Delhi Vs Parkash Singh and order dated 15.01.2014 of this Commission in Appeal case no. 2269 of 2013, I agree with the contention of the respondent that the question papers are “constituted intellectual property” of PAU which has “limited question banks” and hence, disclosing them would compromise its high standards to allow entry of meritorious candidates.  The instant Appeal Case is bereft of merit and therefore it is disposed of and closed.
