		An order passed by this forum on 10.01.2017 covers the factual metrix of this case which is reproduced hereunder :-
		“The following order was passed by this forum on 07.09.2016:-
		“The case has been heard through video conferencing.
		On 01.06.2016 this forum had passed the following order :-
		“The complainant is interested in demarcation of the land on record acquired for the construction of National Highway No. 15.  Whereas most of the information relating to the acquisition proceedings have already been provided to the appellant, he is insisting to provide him a lay-out plan of the area acquired for the extension of the road.

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		Sh. Mohan Singh, Naib Tehsildar appearing on behalf of the SDM, Kotkapura submits that no such record exists with them they have  asked the appellant to look for it with the Department of PWD (B&R). 
		The representative of the Public Works Department also denies that they are in possession of the information asked for. The XEN, PWD (B&R) concerned is directed to address himself to the application thus made and arrange to resolve the issue by providing him the  information, before the next date of hearing.”
		“The Executive Engineer, PWD (B&R) Bathinda Division, Bathinda through SDE, PWD (B&R) Sub Division, Kotkapura was directed to address themselves to the issue and arrange to 	                                                                                                        
provide the information.
		Today none is present on behalf of the Engineering Department.  Nor anything has been received in writing from them also.  This speaks of defiant attitude.  The complainant had asked for the lay-out plan of the land on the national highway – 15 as described in his original application.  No reply, much less a convincing one, has been received from the Engineering Department. The Commission takes it as a willful denial of information and issues a show cause notice to the concerned PIO in the office of the Executive Engineer, PWD (B&R), Bathinda Division, Bathinda as to why penal proceedings against him should not be initiated for withholding the information malafidely.  He is advised to provide the information along with the explanation before the next date of hearing failing which a penalty of Rs.25,000/- as provided under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act shall be imposed. 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come present on the next date of hearing.”
		The complainant is present along with his counsel.
		Er. K.S.Sandhu, XEN is present.  He has submitted a written reply.  He reiterates that the information sought by the complainant is not available in the record as the drawings made by them along with other concomitant information has already been supplied to the complainant.  The Commission does not find any reason to disagree with him.		                                        
		On the other hand, the complainant asserts that the land acquired and taken possession on the ground for the extension of the road is not commensurate with the one mentioned in the acquisition proceedings and compensated for.  It transpires that the revenue authority needs to explain the discrepancy and take appropriate action to address the seemingly legitimate grievance of the complainant.
		The PIO in the revenue authority is once again directed to take appropriate action by updating the record in keeping with the ground realities, may be by way of delineating  the dimensions of the property in contention.  He shall apprise the complainant of the above information accordingly.”
		Thereafter a couple of directions were issued to the respondent to implement the aforementioned directions.
		The case has been taken up today.  The PIO – cum – Sub Divisional Magistrate, Kotkapura has submitted in writing that in compliance with the orders of this bench  
process of updating the record  has been started.  The directions to the field staff have been 
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issued to take appropriate measures so as to provide the sought for information to the complainant.
		The complainant has expressed satisfaction over the action thus initiated by the respondent.  We do not see any malafide on the part of the respondent in withholding or denying the information to the complainant.  The complaint is filed accordingly.
