	In this case, Shri Ajay Sharma, appellant, vide his RTI application dated 05.12.2016, addressed to the PIO, sought names of schools along with number of students, affiliated to CBSE and ICSE Boards, who have uploaded the data of students regarding Adhar Card and also particulars of staff. On receiving no information,   he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 16.01.2017 and then approached the Commission vide letter dated 10.04.2017, which was received in the Commission on 11.04.2017. Accordingly, a Notice of Hearing was issued to the parties for today.
2.	Today, the appellant informs that no information has been supplied to him so far.  None is present on behalf of the respondents without any intimation. Viewing the callous and irresponsible attitude of the PIO seriously, a Show-Cause Notice is issued to Shri Ashish Kumar, Deputy D.E.O.-cum-PIO(SE), Ludhiana to explain reasons 
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through a duly attested affidavit as to why a penalty at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day, subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed upon for the delay in the supply of information. He is also afforded an opportunity of  personal hearing on the next date of hearing,  in the interest of natural justice, before taking any action. He is also directed to supply the requisite information to the appellant, with a copy to the Commission, before the next date of hearing.
