Shri  Gurbaksh Singh, Appellant,  vide an RTI application dated 24.12.2013 , addressed to PIO, sought Action Taken Reports on his letters dated 25.01.2011 and 21.09.2011 for providing information regarding  availability  of Ancient Historical  Hand Written Bir of Sri Dashm Granth Sahib.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated 01.10.2014  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide application dated  09.04.2015 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on 13.04.2015  and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.

Today, the respondent informs the Commission that the requisite information is not available in their record. The appellant expresses  dissatisfaction. He requests that an inquiry may be got conducted to ascertain the whereabouts of Hand Written Ancient Historical Bir of Sri Dasam Granth Sahib, previously installed at Gurdwara Dehri Sahib(Dewan Khana, Old D.C. Office, Sangrur.

A perusal of case file reveals that Additional Deputy Commissioner-cum-First Appellate Authority has  passed an order  on 23.01.2015 after hearing the

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concerned parties in which he has held that there is  no evidence to prove that 
Historic Bir  of Sri Dasam Granth Sahib was ever deposited by D.C. Office, Sangrur with Archives Patiala. He has further held that since the holy book mentioned by the appellant is not available in D.C. Office Sangrur, it is not possible to locate it. He has also mentioned in the order that even the concerned staff at Gurdwara Deodi(Dehri)  Sahib has stated that no such Bir of Sri Dasam Granth Sahib is available there. So far as the request of the appellant to get an inquiry conducted into the matter  is concerned, it does not fall within the ambit  of the Commission. The appellant may approach the appropriate authority for the purpose.

In view of the above noted facts and circumstances, the case is disposed of and closed.
