The RTI application is dated 26.08.2014 vide which the appellant has sought information as enumerated in his RTI application. First appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority (hereinafter FAA) on 01.11.2014 and second appeal was filed in the Commission on 19.02.2015 under Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).

During the hearing on 27.04.2015, the appellant's counsel stated that there has been considerable delay in providing the information by the respondent. He requested that penal action against the respondent for delay caused in providing the information should be taken. He further added that copy of reply dated 24.04.2015 to the notice of 
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the Commission has already been provided to him. He further stated that the information has been provided to him in the Commission today. Further, during the hearing on 18.05.2015, the appellant stated that he has been harassed by the respondent by not providing him the information and he has come to the Commission by hiring a taxi incurring expenditure thereon. He stated that he had seen the dispatch register also bearing entries of 17.10.2014 and 22.11.2014. He further added that he has gone to the office of the respondent a number of times but the information has been delayed otherwise he would not have come to the Commission. In the end, he requested that penal action against the PIO under Section 20 (1) should be taken and he should be awarded compensation under Section 19 (8)(b) of the RTI Act.

The respondent filed reply to the notice of the Commission vide letter dated 24.04.2015 copy of which was given to the counsel of the appellant. It has been submitted therein that the information comprising of 29 pages was earlier sent to the appellant who refused to receive it and thus the same has been given to the appellant today in the Commission.  The respondent has further stated that the information has been provided to the appellant timely vide letter dated 17.10.2014 and second time vide letter dated 22.11.2014 on filing first appeal with the First Appellate Authority. He further added that vide letter dated 11.04.2015 the information comprising of 29 pages was sent  by hand through constable Sh. Harjit Singh no. 862 who went to the residence of the appellant 4-5 times but the appellant refused to receive it. Ultimately, the information comprising of 29 pages has been provided to him on 27.04.2015 in the Commission itself.

After hearing both the parties and perusing the record on file, it is ascertained that the information was provided by the respondent vide letter dated 17.10.2014 and second time vide letter dated 22.11.2014 on filing first appeal with the First Appellate Authority. It is further observed that vide letter dated 11.04.2015 the information comprising of 29 pages was sent by hand through constable Sh. Harjit Singh no. 862 who went to the residence of the appellant 4-5 times but the appellant has refused to receive it and the same was ultimately provided to the appellant on 27.04.2015 in the Commission. It is further observed that the appellant had seen the dispatch register of office of respondent bearing entries of 17.10.2014 and 22.11.2014 to verify for himself the dispatch of the said letters. It is established that there is no willful delay or denial by the respondent in providing the requisite information to the appellant. The contention of the appellant for awarding compensation under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act is not tenable. In view of the aforementioned, the instant Appeal Case is hereby disposed of and closed.

Instead, the respondent obtained this information from multiple public authorities and then provided to the complainant vide letter dated 18.06.2015 of 6 districts and on 25.06.2015 that of Kapurthala district. The explanation tendered by the respondent PIO 
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in the reply to the show cause notice and during personal hearing reveal that  the delay in providing the information is neither intentional nor willful. The reply being satisfactory, the show cause notice issued to   Ms Jyoti Kiran, PIO-Superintendent Gr-II is hereby discharged.
