In this case, the PIO-cum-Block Development and Panchayat Officer, Malout is not present. A serious view has been taken on the non-appearance of any responsible officer as originally the complaint was addressed to the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Sri Mukatsar Sahib who forwarded it to the District Development and Panchayat Officer, Sri Mukatsar Sahib and who further sent the same to the Block Development and Panchayat Officer, Malout and who further directed the concerned Panchayat Secretary to appear in this case which is totally unjustifiable under the Right to Information Act, 2005 while doing their duties and also dispensing with the information.
