ORDER

1. The appellant has sought information regarding terms and conditions of auction of plot conducted by the respondent counsel on 18.06.2010 and 20.08.2010 on his RTI application dated 27.07.2015.  The first appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority on 09.09.2015 and second appeal  was filed in the Commission on 11.02.2016  under Section 19 of the RTI Act, 2005.
2. Notice was issued to both the parties for hearing on 25.04.2016 through video conference.  
3. The appellant states that he has sought information about terms and conditions for auctioning plot from 18.06.2010 and 20.08.2010.  He further states that an inquiry has been conducted pertaining to the case of terms and conditions dated 20.08.2010 by 
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the Vigilance Department.  He further brings to the notice of the Commission vide written submission dated 30.06.2016 that the respondent has given wrong information vide letter dated 23.09.2015 that the information qua terms and conditions dated 18.06.2010 is not available on record of the respondent.  In fact, he encloses with the written submission dated 30.06.2016, a copy of terms and conditions dated 18.06.2016 denouncing the assertion of the respondent.
4. The respondent files written submission dated 29.06.2016 which is taken on record.  He states that the matter has already been disposed of in Appeal Case no. 3011 of 2015 and Appeal Case no. 2997 of 2015.

5. After hearing both the parties and perusing the record placed on file by the respective parties, it is ascertained that an inquiry has been conducted qua terms and conditions for auction of plot dated 20.08.2010 by the Vigilance Department.  As regards, terms and conditions dated 18.06.2010, the contention of the respondent is not tenable as the appellant has submitted copy of the terms and conditions dated 18.06.2010.  In these circumstances, Director, Local Govt., Punjab is hereby directed to get an inquiry conducted into the affairs of misleading this Commission that terms and conditions dated 18.06.2010 is not available on record and initiate disciplinary  proceedings under Section 20(2) of the RTI Act, against the delinquent officials responsible for the missing record pertaining to terms and conditions laid down for auction of plots dated 18.06.2010.  With this direction, the instant Appeal Case is hereby, disposed of and closed.

1. The RTI application is dated 01.12.2014 vide which the appellant has sought information as enumerated in his RTI application. On not satisfied with the information, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority (hereinafter FAA) on 10.02.2015 and second appeal was filed in the Commission on 29.07.2015 under Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).
