This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 20.7.2021 vide
which the order in this case was reserved to be pronounced.
2. The appellant has sought the following information in this case:-
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3. The appellant filed the R.TI application on 28.12.2020 and first appeal before the First
Appellate Authority on 17.2.2021 and the 2" appeal in the Commission on 6.4.2021 and the
notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 22.6.2021.
4, During the hearing on 22.6.2021, the representative of the respondents informed
that the appellant has not deposited the requisite fee of the documents i.e. Rs.118/- in
response to the letter bearing no. 996 dated 13.1.2021. The representative of the
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respondents further stated that as and when the appellant will deposit the requisite fee the

information will be supplied to the appellant. A copy of the letter written to the appellant
has already been taken on record. But the appellant stated that he has not received any
demand letter and the same has been handed over to the appellant during the course of
hearing. During the hearing, the appellant agreed to deposit the requisite fee and get the
information. Therefore, the case was adjourned for 20.7.2021 with the directions to the
appellant to deposit the fee with the Public Information Officer in order to get the
information and also the directions were issued to the respondent-Public Information
Officer to supply the information as and when the appellant deposit the requisite fee.

5. During the hearing on 20.7.2021, the representative of the respondents stated that
a letter was again sent to the appellant bearing No. 295 dated 19.7.2021 to deposit the
requisite fee so that the information can be supplied to the appellant with a copy to the
Commission, which was taken on record. He further stated that no response has been
received from the appellant. But the appellant requested that the directions may be issued
to the respondent-Public Information Officer to supply the information free of cost although
he himself agreed to deposit the requisite fee in accordance with the order of the
Commission dated 22.6.2021.

6. The appellant has not sent any submission to the office of the respondent authority
as well as to the Commission with regard to deposit the fee from the date of issue of the last
order dated 22.6.2021 to date.

7. Keeping in view the above and the order of the Commission dated 22.6.2021 viz a viz

order in this case was reserved to be pronounced.

2. The appellant has sought the following information in this case:-
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3. The appellant filed the RTI application on 28.12.2020 and first appeal before the First

Appellate Authority on 17.2.2021 and the 2 appeal in the Commission on 6.4.2021 and the notice
of hearing was issued to the parties for 22.6.2021.

4, During the hearing on 22.6.2021, the representative of the respondents informed that the
appellant has not deposited the requisite fee of the documents i.e. Rs.258/- in response to the letter
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bearing no. 59 dated 14.1.2021. The representative of the respondents further stated that as and

when the appellant will deposit the requisite fee the information will be supplied to the appellant. A
copy of the letter written to the appellant has already been taken on record.

Regarding Point No. 4 and 5 of the RTI application the respondent party has pleaded that the
information relates to the 3" party so the same cannot be supplied. Regarding Point No. 6 of the RTI
application the appellant has not sought any information but alleged that the respondent authority
in connivance with the agents has prepared the bogus bills and the motor cycle, tractor and other
vehicles have been registered but no documentary evidence has been placed by the appellant.
6. The Commission has already passed a detailed order dated 8.6.2020 while disposing of 126
appeal cases filed by the appellant in which the appellant has sought the similar information from
other public authorities. As such information related to Point No. 4 and 5 of the RTI application, the
Commission accepted the plea taken by the respondent authority.
7. Keeping in view the above, the Commission observes that no further action is required to be
taken in this case. Hence, the case is disposed of and closed. A copy of the information so supplied

by the respondent authority is being sent along with this order to the appellant.
