Karamjit Singh, was awarded interim compensation of Rs. 1500/-  for the detriments suffered by him on account of getting the requisite information from the respondent-PIO concerned after making a lot of efforts by spending lot of money for attending hearings in the Commission.



This compensation was  awarded as interim compensation to the appellant on the last date of hearing, which was held on 02.08.2013.


Though, it has not been mentioned in the order of the Commission dated 02.08.2013, which was conveyed to the appellant - Sh. Karamjit Singh and Sh. Arvind Kumar, Clerk, representative of the respondent, during the hearing held in 02.08.213.


The appellant - Sh. Karamjit Singh has submitted a letter in the Commission today. In that letter, while pointing out that he has suffered a lot on account of making efforts to get the requisite information, refused to accept Rs. 1500/- as compensation awarded to him.
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In his oral-submission, he states that compensation of Rs. 1500/-, which has been awarded to him, is meager and he does not wants to take the same.
Sh. Brahamjot, Medical Officer-cum-PIO, had filed a reply dated 06.06.2013 ,on the  

hearing held on 06.06.2013, to the show-cause issued to him vide orders dated 14.05.2013.


A decision on the reply filed by Sh. Brahamjot in connection with the show-cause issued to him, will be taken later on. 
After hearing the parties concerned and perusing the documents placed on record, 

I am of the view that as the appellant has suffered a lot of detriments for attending at least 5 to 6 hearing in the Commission to get the requisite information, he deserves better compensation and hence a compensation of Rs. 5000/- (Rupees Five Thousand only) is awarded to him, which shall be paid by the public authority concerned by way of crossed cheque/Demand Draft and not from the bank account of any individual official. 
The respondent-PIO is also directed to produce a copy of the same in the 
Commission on the next date of hearing to establish the fact that order of the Commission has been complied with.
A copy of this order be sent to Director, Ayurveda, Punjab, Chandigarh to ensure 

compliance of this order.
The case is adjourned to  24th September, 2013 (Tuesday) at 10:30 A. M. in
