Shri Kanwar Vijay Partap Singh has produced a copy of notification issued by the Government of Punjab vide their No.2/27/05-1-AR/191 dated 23.2.2006 where some departments including Punjab Armed Police and other Armed Battalions have been exempted from the purview of Right to Information Act, 2005.  In view of the above notification, matter cannot be pursued further.
