		He is present in person and has filed an affidavit.  He submits that for the overwhelming period of the hearing in the case in hand he has not been holding the charge of DTO, Jalandhar.  He handled the job for a very short period from 24th October, 2016 to 19.01.2017 only and that too in an additional capacity.  During the course of his visit to the office, no document relating to this complaint was put up to him.  In fact he has learnt about it from the newspaper reports only.  He further submits that in case he is burdened with a penalty this will tantamount to miscarriage of justice and shall have an adverse impact on his career without any fault on his part whatsoever.
		It is also his case that when the application was filed and the original notice of the Commission was issued, Sh. R.P.Singh, PCS was the incumbent and neglect or delay, if any, is 											Contd…page…2

		Sh. Joginder Singh, Complainant vide his letter dated 31.05.2017 has requested that the case may be closed as complete information has been received to his satisfaction.
		The Commission finds that there is a factual error in imposing the penalty on the person to whom delay allegedly cannot be attributed.  The Commission as such is inclined to review its order dated 20.04.2017.  It observes that the original show cause notice issued on 22.12.2016 is directed towards Sh. R.P.Singh, PCS, the then District Transport Officer, Jalandhar now posted as Secretary, Regional Transport Authority, Jalandhar.  He is asked to explain as to why the penalty thus imposed should not be ordered to be recovered from him.
