The appellant states that proper notice boards giving the information about the PIOs/APIOs of the Department of Excise & Taxation have not been displayed in any of the District and Circle offices of the Department. This is a serious complaint and the ETC is directed to ensure that this information is properly displayed in all the District and Circle offices of the Department in the state.
