ORDER:


The background of this case is that Ms. Sonika filed an RTI   application dated 10.7.2013, for seeking 4 points information. Failing to get any information she filed a complaint with the commission on 6.9.2013 under section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005 , which was heard by Shri Parveen Kumar, State Information Commissioner who vide his order dated 3.1.2014, observed that certain information has been provided to the complainant by the respondent PIO, vide letter No. 760,  dated 11.12.2013. He also directed Ms. Sonika that  if she  still feels aggrieved  with the provided information, may file first appeal with the First Appellate Authority. Accordingly Ms. Sonika filed first appeal with   First Appellate Authority cum Additional Deputy Commissioner, Faridkot vide letter dated 14.1.2014.  But still failing to get the information, she approached the commission in 2nd appeal on 21.4.2014. Accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


During the hearing of this case today, it is noted that a communication vide letter No. 481, dated 5.5.2014, have been received in the commission   from Principal, Umang Red Cross Institute of Special Education, Faridkot, vide which it has been informed that remaining information pertaining to District Faridkot have been sent to the Additional Deputy Commissioner cum First Appellate Authority vide letter No. 56, dated 26.2.2014.


During the hearing of this case, Shri Hem Lal father of the appellant stated that his daughter has been provided information pertaining to 11 students/candidates where as demanded information pertained to 66 students/candidates. As such provided information is incomplete. 


As such, Shri Roshan Lal Goyal,  Secretary Distt. Red Cross Society, Faridkot is directed to provide to the appellant the remaining information of 55 students/candidates free of cost under registered cover within a period of 7 days. He shall be personally attend the commission on the next date of hearing with one spare set of complete provided information of all 66 students/candidates for the perusal of the same by commission.

As such Ms. Rupinder Kaur, Block Development & Panchayat Officer Block Mukerian, Distt. Hoshiarpur is directed to provide complete, correct and duly attested information to the appellant on Point No. (1),  (6) , (9) and (10), under her signatures within a period of 7 days under registered cover.

In view of the facts stated above, the case is  adjourned to 19.6.2014 at 11.00 A.M. for further hearing.

ORDER:


Shri Hari Singh, complainant vide an RTI application dated 30.1.2013  addressed to  BDPO, Garhshankar  sought   information for the period from May, 2002 to Dec. 31, 2012  pertaining to  the grants given  to village Bihran, PO  Pakhowal  and their  utilization for the upgradation and repair of gali and nali  which runs from North to South in front of applicant’s residence in village Bihran.  He also wanted  receipts and bills of various items i.e. cement, steel, labour, bricks and  estimates from different contractors  and bills, receipts  and  other information  relating to said work. 


Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, complainant  filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 7.3.14.


Since the perusal of the file revealed that there were sufficient grounds which were required to be looked into by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the Act ibid. Notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for today.

On the last date of hearing  i.e. on 14.5.14, it was noted that BDPO, Hoshiarpur wrote  letter dated  4.4.14  to Shri Ajit Singh, PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat  Bihran, Block   Garhshankar mentioning  that  delay had already occurred in providing the information to the complainant and  directed Panchayat Secretary  to ensure providing of information and to attend the Commission on the fixed date.  However, it was noted  that  no information as demanded by the complainant had been provided to him  by Shri  Ajit Singh, PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat  Bihran, Block   Garhshankar, Distt. Hoshiarpur.


It was thus  observed that a total lackadaisical approach  had been adopted by the respondent PIO in providing the complete and correct  information to appellant   despite a lapse of more than  one year from the date of filing of RTI Application. 


Therefore, the Commission in the exercise of powers conferred  under the provisions of Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005:-

i) Issued a show cause notice  to  Shri Ranjit Singh Bains,  Block  Dev. & Panchayat Officer, Garhshankar  and Shri Ajit Singh, PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat Bihran, Block Garhshankar  to explain in writing in the shape of an affidavit as to why penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to the maximum of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty five thousand only) be not imposed upon them for not providing the information willfully, intentionally and without any reasonable cause  till date despite of  filing  an RTI Application on   19.8.2013.  

ii)Both  were directed to appear before the Commission on the next date of hearing with action taken report and complete records for the perusal of the same by the Commission. 

iii) Both were also afforded  an opportunity of being heard on the next date of  hearing failing which it shall be presumed that they have nothing to say and the ex-parte proceedings would be taken.

          The case was adjourned to today.


During hearing of this case today,  Shri Ajit Singh, PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat Bihran, Block Garhshankar   stated that he went to the house of applicant-complainant thrice but nobody was  there  to collect the information and the appellant himself has left for Canada.   He further stated that he will supply this information to SHO,  Nawanshahar  who also happens to be close to the applicant-complainant.  


It is also noted that the respondent PIO cum  Panchayat  Secretary, Shri Ajit Singh,  has brought the complete information to the Commission today.   As per the detailed  oral submissions made by Shri Ajit Singh, PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, no intentional  or willful delay is observed to have been caused by him in providing the information.   As such, the show cause notice issued to him is dropped.

1. Category wise number of posts allotted to district Ludhiana for the appointment of Teaching Fellows in pursuance to the Advertisement dated 5.9.2007.

2. Category wise full detail of posts of Teaching Fellow filled in district  Ludhiana, in the years 2008,2009, 2010,2011,2012 and 2013 with full particulars of each candidate i.e. Regn. No. Name, Father Name, merit  and also name of the station where such candidate is presently posted.

3. Category wise full detail of Vacant posts of teaching fellows in district Ludhiana. 


Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 17.1.2014,  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on6.3.2014, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties.

 During  hearing on 8.5.2014, it was noted that the requisite information had been sent to the appellant vide letter No. 4453, dated 6.2.2014, and letter dated 4.4.2014. 


However, the applicant appellant stated that  he had not received the information so far pertaining to the year 2012-13, regarding  the recruitment of teaching fellow, Ludhiana  District as per  point no. 2 of the RTI application.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 11.2.14  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on 1.4.14  under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act.   Accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


On the last date of hearing  i.e. on  29.5.14, it was noted that Dy. Director (C&P) had sent a  reply to the appellant vide letter dated  16.5.14 that copy of the certificates demanded by the appellant cannot be issued to him.


I had perused the case file and heard  both the parties.
