Shri Sukhwinder Singh,  Appellant vide an RTI application dated 2.12.13 , addressed to PIO cum  Principal, Govt. Sr. Sec. School Nogawan, Distt. Patiala sought certain information on  5 points for the period  from 2000 to 2013. 



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 10.2.14  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on   10.3.14 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


During the hearing of this case today, it is observed that the respondent PIO  cum Principal, Govt.  Sr. Sec. School, Nogawan, Distt. Patiala demanded an amount of  Rs. 1244/- as additional fee/document charges from the appellant for supplying him photo copies of 520 pages.


Shri Ramesh Kumar, representative of the appellant.  stated before the Commission that  he had personally gone to the said School with a Bank draft but the same was not taken by the Principal of the said School.   He added further that he even sent the Bank draft under registered post but the same was returned back as the registered letter was not accepted by the school authorities.


It is noted that the RTI  Application was filed by the appellant on 2.12.13 and a letter was written on 21.1.14  by the school authorities demanded additional fee amounting to Rs. 1244/- while as per the relevant rules, the additional fee/document charges can be demanded within a period of 10 days only.  So much so, neither the bank draft has been accepted by the Principal when the appellant went to the school to deliver it personally nor when it was sent under registered post.  


As such, Smt. Veena Kumari, Principal,  Govt. Sr. Sec. School Nogawan, Distt. Patiala is directed to prepare point-wise correct, complete and   duly attested information under her signatures and to bring two sets of the same to the Commission on the next date of hearing.  One set of this information would be handed over to the appellant and the other would be kept by the Commission for its perusal and record.


The appellant would also file an affidavit duly attested by the Magistrate/Notary Public certifying the larger public interest involved in seeking information and he is also directed to attend the Commission personally on the next date of hearing.

Moreover, the information sought by the appellant also deserves to be denied in the light of judgment   dated 3.10.2012 given by  the Hon’ble Supreme Court of  India  in the case titled  “Girish Ramchandra  Deshpande  Vs.  Cen. Information Commr. & Ors.” In SLP (Civil) no. 27734 of 2012, as  the disclosure of such an information would cause unwarranted invasion on the privacy of an individual as per Section 8(1)(j) of the RTI Act, 2005.


As such  information on point no. 1 has rightly been denied by the Principal, Govt. Sr. Sec School, village Thandewala, Distt. Sri Mukatsar Sahib, to the appellant.


With the above observations, this appeal case is disposed of/closed.

Shri Gurpreet Singh,  complainant vide an RTI application dated  20.1.2014 addressed to  the Public Information Officer cum Senior Superintendent of Police, Moga  sought certain information  on 7 points. 


Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 24.2.2014.


Since the perusal of the file revealed that there were sufficient grounds which were required to be looked into by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the Act ibid. a notice of hearing was issued to both the parties.


On the last date of hearing i.e. 23.4.14, ASI  Jarnail Singh, delivered   letter dated  22.4.14 to the Commission  wherein  it had been mentioned that the demanded information pertains to FIR  No. 179, dated 30.12.2011  registered u/s 498A-406, 120B of  IPC  in P.S. City South, Moga and after the completion of the enquiry in the said FIR, the challan/charge-sheet  has been filed on 8.3.13 in the judicial court and even the charges have been framed against the accused persons.


It has further been mentioned that  after the challan is presented in the judicial court, no original paper pertaining to the FIR  remains with the department and all papers have been  enclosed with the judicial file.


In view of the above written submissions made by the SHO, PS   City South, Moga, since, no information on any of the points as demanded by the applicant – complainant  had been provided, as such, before further proceedings in the matter were taken up, the PIO cum SSP, Moga  was directed to  file a self  attested affidavit certifying those  facts due to which the information was not being given to the applicant.  He would  also specifically mention whether any duplicate records pertaining to the above noted FIR or enquiry concerned with regard to above FIR was available in the Police record or not, as applicant has demanded information on 7 points and the case was adjourned to today.


During the hearing of this case today,   ASI  Jarnail Singh handed over to the Commission an affidavit dated 7.5.14  of  Dr. S. Boopathi, IPS, SSP, Moga wherein it has been clearly mentioned as under:-

“That information demanded by the applicant under RTI Act is related to case bearing no. 179, dated 30.12.11 u/s  498-A IPC registered at Police Station City South Moga.

That after completion of investigation of the said case, challan u/s173 CrPC has been put in court and all the relevant original documents and statements of various witnesses were presented in Ho’ble Court u/s 173 Cr PC.  Now the case is under trial in the Hon’ble court of  Chief Judicial Magistrate, Moga since 8.3.2013 and now the case is fixed for hearing on 22.5.2014.  The above facts has been already conveyed to the applicant accordingly.

That the documents demanded by the applicant vide letter dated 20.1.14 are not available with the office in original and the same has been intimated to the applicant vide letter no. 97/CPR/RTI, dated 19.2.2014.”


Similarly, SHO, PS  South Moga has made a report under his signatures that the challan/charge-sheet in this case has already been filed in the judicial court on 8.3.14 and as such, neither original or duplicate documents are now available with the police station.


Details mentioned above have been discussed with the complainant at length, in the presence of Respondent – Party.


As such, in view of above noted facts,  case is disposed of/closed.

ORDER:



Shri Krishan Singh Mittal,  Appellant vide an RTI application dated 24.6.13  , addressed to PIO o/o Director, SCERT,  Punjab, Mohali,  sought certain information on  3 points. 

He filed complaint case no. 3047 of 2013 with the Commission and the same  was remanded  by Shri Chander Parkash, SIC on  26.9.13 to  Shri Roshan  Lal Sood, First Appellate Authority  cum Director, SCERT,  Punjab, Chandigarh for deciding first appeal of the appellant after affording an opportunity of being heard to the parties.  Subsequently, the  appellant approached the Commission in Second Appeal on 6.2.14  and accordingly  notice of hearing was issued to the parties.

On the last date of hearing i.e. 9.4.14,  Ms. Madhu Sharma, Supdt. handed over to the Commission  copy of letter dated 1.4.14 sent to the appellant under registered cover containing the information.


However,  it was  noted that registered letter had been sent to the appellant only on 1.4.14  which probably could not have been received by him  so far and accordingly his response on the authenticity of the provided  information could not be ascertained.  As such, If the appellant found  the provided information to be deficient,   he might file his observations/point out deficiency, if any,  to  Shri Roshan Lal Sood,  First Appellate Authority cum Director, SCERT, Punjab, Mohali within 4 days from today  who will send his reply to the observations within next  4 days to the appellant after the receipt of  observations,


The appellant was also directed to attend the Commission either in person or through an authorized representative on the next date of  hearing  failing which it shall be presumed that he had nothing to  say in his defence and the ex-parte proceedings shall be  taken and the case was adjourned to today.


During the hearing of this case today,  Shri Madav Singh Mittal appearing on behalf of the appellant stated that he has not  received the answer key.   At this,  answer key was again provided to the representative of the appellant  in the Commission today.  Perusal of entire provided information further reveals that same is in accordance with RTI  Application filed by  appellant.

Shri Narinder Kumar, complainant vide an RTI application dated 12.12.13  addressed to  D.C. Barnala  sought copies of the order vide which the Govt. land measuring 24 kanals 18 marlas has been allotted to the Barnala Club, Distt. Barnala.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 5.2.14


Since the perusal of the file revealed that there were sufficient grounds which were required to be looked into by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the Act ibid. and notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for 9.4.2014.

On hearing held on 9.4.2014,  it was noted that a communication dated 9.4.14 under the signatures of  Manager,  Barnala Club had been received, wherein it had been mentioned that the Club was a private society registered under Societies Act  with Registrar of  Firms and Societies, Punjab vide certificate no. 245 of 1975-76.  It had further been mentioned that this Club  was a private organization  and  does not fall within the purview of  RTI Act and Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court  had stayed the orders of the Commission  in complaint case Barnala Club  v/s State Information Commission.


However, it was noted that the APIO cum Superintendent Grade I  o/o D.C. Barnala transferred the RTI Application to General Secretary, Barnala Club, Barnala under provisions of  Section  6(3) of the Act ibid  for providing the requisite information to the complainant directly and a copy of the same was endorsed to the complainant for his information.


Shri Ajay Singh Parmar, advocate appearing on behalf of the respondent, Secretary,  Barnala Club also handed over to the Commission copy of the order dated  19.3.14 passed by  Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in CWP no. 5099  of 2014  vide which the order of this commission  in  this case had been stayed.


The case file had been perused and it was found that the RTI application had been wrongly transferred by the APIO o/o D. C.  Barnala to the Secretary, Barnala Club under the provisions of  Section 6(3) of the said Act for providing information directly to the complainant. 

It was to mention here that the complainant had not demanded any information which pertains to the Barnala Club. Moreover demanded information did not require to be given by Secretary Barnala Club, Barnala. He had simply sought attested photo copies of the orders vide which Govt. land measuring 28 kanals 18 marlas had been transferred to the Barnala Club.    If, at all this RTI Application had to be transferred by the PIO  o/o  D.C. Barnala, the same could had been sent to the Tehsildar, Barnala for supplying information to the complainant.  Tehsildr Barnala is accordingly impleaded as a necessary party.

As such, before any further action in this matter including the penalty provisions were considered to be invoked,  PIO office of  D.C. Barnala was directed to appear before the Commission with record for perusal of the same by the Commission.  

(ii) Tehsildar Barnala was also directed to appear before the Commission on next fixed date, with written submissions;

(iii) Since information was not required to be provided by Barnala Club. It’s authorized representative was exempted from attending commission;

(iv) The complainant was also directed to attend the Commission either in person or through his authorized representative on the next fixed date, failing which it would be presumed that  he had nothing to say and ex-parte proceedings would be taken. The case was adjourned to  8.5.2014  for further hearing.
During hearing of this case today, Shri Sandeep Kumar, Clerk appearing for the PIO o/o Deputy Commissioner, Barnala, presented a letter dated 28.4.2014, signed by the complainant Shri Narinder Kumar, that he has received the complete information as per his RTI application dated 12.12.2013 and is fully satisfied.
Now since the complete information stands supplied, the case is disposed of/closed.
