ORDER



The appellant had addressed an application dated 13.7.2011 to the PIO/General Manager, District Industries Centre, Ludhiana seeking information on three issues relating to the original ownership of plot No.103-R, Industrial Area-B, Ludhiana.  When the case came up for hearing before the then SIC-Shri Kulbir Singh on 13.12.2011, the respondent submitted that the relevant record is very old and is not traceable.  The then SIC-Shri Kulbir Singh directed the respondent to search for record and also conduct an inquiry in the matter regarding loss of record.  Consequent upon superannuation of Shri Kulbir Singh the then SIC, the matter came up before the bench of Chief Information Commissioner, when the respondent submitted on 10.2.2012 that inquiry was still going on.

2.

Today, the respondent has placed on record a written reply stating that the Inquiry Committee constituted to look into the loss of record has completed its investigation.  The Committee has concluded that file has gone missing since 1984 and that all the dealing hands who handled the case file since 1984 have since retired and as such, no legal action can be initiated against them at this stage.  A copy of the Inquiry Report has also been placed on record.  The respondent, therefore, has pleaded that the present case may be closed.
3.

The appellant has sent a fax message that he is unable to attend to the proceedings of the case today due to some unavoidable domestic reasons.  The appellant was also absent on 10.2.2012, the last date of hearing.

4.

We have gone through the record and findings of the inquiry Committee.  It is observed that the record pertains to the ownership of Plot No.103-R, Industrial Area, Ludhiana.  This record is of a permanent nature and the respondent has not shown any rules under which this record can be disposed of or destroyed.  The mere fact that the record is old or that the dealings hands have retired is no valid ground to shut eyes to the loss of valuable record.  Section 4 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 enjoins upon every public authority to maintain all its record duly catalogued and indexed in a manner and in a form, which facilitate the Right to Information as conferred on every citizen by Section 3 of the Act ibid.  Loss of record is a serious matter. Therefore, this Bench is constrained to direct the respondent in exercise of powers conferred on it under Section 19(8) of the Act ibid to take such steps as may be necessary to secure the record either by reconstructing it or by taking such legal action as may be deemed appropriate including registration of criminal case against the concerned officials.  With this, direction, the present case is closed.

  A copy of this order shall be endorsed to the Principal Secretary to Government of Punjab, Department of Industries and Commerce, Chandigarh by name to bring the matter to his kind notice.

ORDER



The information has been furnished to the appellant on all the three issues.  A reply has been given that the officials are nominated for inter-state training depending upon the circumstances.  This naturally implies that there is no firm policy or guidelines under which the officials may be deputed.  The officials are picked up more or less on the discretion of the nominating authority.  As regards, query at Sr. No.3 as to why there is no policy to nominate officials for inter-state training, the respondent has replied that the query does not fall within the ambit of Section 2(f) of the Right to Information Act, 2005.  The stand of the respondent is correct.

2.

The plea of the appellant is that the reply to query No.3 does not give him justice.  The remedy in this regard available to the appellant is to represent to the Financial Commissioner Development so that a firm policy is formulated and pick & choose or discretion in nomination for training is eliminated.  This matter falls in the administrative domain of the concerned Administrative Department and not within the ambit of Act ibid. Hence, the appeal case is closed.

The plea of the respondent is that since the record has been lost,, some of the information could not be provided.

The RTI application is dated 6.6.2011 and DDR is dated 21.9.2011.  Obliviously, the police report has been filed subsequent to the RTI application and this creates a serious doubt about the genuineness of the complaint with the police.

The respondent has also submitted that most of the record is in the custody of Secretary, Panchayat/Shri Surinderjit Singh and in the office of the Block Development and Panchayat Officer, Pakhowal.
