After hearing both the parties, it is therefore directed that Respondent PIO o/o  Principal Shivalik Public School, Ropar shall supply RTI information to the complainant within ten days from now, if there is no stay order of the court, failing which it shall be presumed that information is being denied 
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wilfully and provisions of sec. 20(1) (2) and 19 (8)(b) of RTI Act, 2005 shall be invoked against PIO/ Public Authority. Reasons in writing for not supplying information be also explained on or before the next date of hearing by furnishing self attested affidavit under the signatures of PIO.
