On 04.04.2013 Sh. Kamlesh Bansal PIO-cum Additional Commissioner office of Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana was directed to provide details of his predecessor PIO after the date of application 09.11.2011 and before former’s joining 20.05.2012. He is present in the Commission today and states that Sh. Amarjit Singh Sekhon Joint Commissioner was the PIO of Zone –A during the intervening period. He further states that the brief of the case has already been sent to the Commission vide letter no. 83/Addl. Comm.(7) dated 22.04.2013.

After hearing Sh. Kamlesh Bansal and examining the contents of letter no. 83/Addl. Comm.(7) dated 22.04.2013, it emerges that on the date of receiving the application (09.11.2011)  till 20.05.2012 Sh. Amarjit Singh Sekhon was the concerned PIO of Zone-A and the requisite information to the appellant was not provided within stipulated period of 30 days as per Section 7 (1) of the RTI Act, 2005. Therefore, Sh. Amarjit Singh Sekhon, Joint Commissioner-cum-PIO of Zone –A, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana will show cause in writing or through affidavit under Section 20(1) of the Act, as to why penalty be not imposed upon him for willful delay/ denial of the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the complainant under Section 19 (8) (b) of the Act for detriment suffered. 

3.
In addition to his submission, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under Section 20(1) proviso, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing. He may note that in case he does not file his submission and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be  presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte.

The case is adjourned for further hearing on 29.05.2013 at 2:00 P.M.
